This Motion for Conservatorship and Further Orders is brought by the Department of Family
and Protective Services (“the Department™), whose address is 622 South Oakes, San Angelo,
Texas 76903, for the purposes of § 30.015, Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code. The
Department has standing to bring this suit under §§ 102.003(a)(5) and 262.001, Texas Family
Code. -

whom the Department may place the child during the pendency of this suit,
pursuant to Rule 197, Texas Rules of Civil Procedure., and § 262.201, Texas

6.3.  The Department requests that each parent of the child the subject of this suit
furnish information sufficient to accurately identify that parent’s net resources and
ability to pay child support along with copies of income tax returns for the past
two years, any financial statements, bank statements, and current pay stubs,
pursuant to Rule 196, Texas Rules of Civil Procedure, and § 154.063, Texas
Family Code.

If ORVAL LEROY JOHNSON appears and any party denies paternity, the
Court should immediately grder the mother, the alleged father, and the child to
submit to parentage testing pursuant to § 160.502 Texas Family Code.

ORVAL LEROY JOHNSON, on final hearing, if adjudicated to be the father,
should be ordered to pay retroactive support pursuant to § 154.009, Texas Family
Code. ‘

If any party denies the prcéhmption that a man presumed to be the father of a
child under Chapter 160 is in fact the biological father of a child subject of this
suit, the Department requests that the Court order parentage testing and pretrial
proceedings as provided by § 160.607, Texas Family Code.

a provision ordering the ReSpondents to provide the Court and the Department
with a current residence address and telephone number at which each can be
contacted;

a provision ordering the Respondents to notify the Court and the Department of
any change in his or her re51dence address or telephone number within five (5)
days of a change of address or telephone number.

9. Permanent Conservatorship and Support of the Child

The
parents of the child, as possessory conservators of the child, should have
limited access to and possession of the child, under conditions and
restrictions prescribed by the court for the best interests of the child.

Support

child in accordance with § 154.001(b), Texas Family Code, including
retroactive support” Lf appropriate, determined pursuant to § 154.131,
Texas Family Code, and in a manner specified by the Court under Chapter
154, Texas Family Code. The payments for the support of the child
should survive the death of either parent and become the obligation of the
deccased Parent’s estate.

9.2.2. Each parent should be-ordered to provide health insurance for the child in
accordance with §§ 154.182 and 154.183, Texas Family Code.

9.2.3. If any parent is fournd to be in arrears in child support or medical support
payments ordered in this or in any other action, a judgment for
enforcement of said arrearage should be issued against that parent
pursuant to §§ 157.261, 158.003 and 158.004, Texas Family Code.

or parents are willing and able to provide the child with a safe environment.

AFFIDAVIT IN SUPPORT OF MOTION FOR CONSERVATORSHIP AND
FURTHER ORDERS

BEFORE ME, the undersigned authority, personally appeared Kelly Walker,
who was sworn by me and deposed as follows:

“My name is Kelly Walker. | am of sound mind, over the age of 18, and
capable of making this Affidavit. | am a caseworker for the Department of Family
and Protective Services (the “Department”) and | am authorized on the behalf of the
Department to make this Affidavit. - The facts stated in this Affidavit are within my
personal knowledge and are true and correct.”

Facts Necessitating Removal of thé Child.

“On April 3, 2008, the Department initiated an investigation at the YFZ
Ranch after receiving a report that a young girl was forced to “marry” and was
now being raped and physically abused by her husband. During the course of
the investigation, it was determined that many girls had been “united” in a
form of “marriage” to men who had multiple wives. The expectation of the
young girls is that they conceive children with their older husbands as soon as
possible following the “marriage.” In addition, these children had been taught
not to trust people outside their group, especially, government officials. This
made it extremely difficult to get an honest interview with these children. As a
result, Judge Barbara Walther authorized the emergency removal of all the
children from the YFZ Ranch. -
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On April 18, 2008 after a two day adversary hearing pursuant to
Section 262.201 of the Texas Family Code, Judge Walther signed orders
giving the Department Termporary Managing Conservatorship of the children.
On June 2, 2008, fol[owihg rulings from the Third District Court of Appeals
and the Texas Supreme Court, Judge Walther signed an order vacating the
original order giving the Department Temporary Conservatorship of the
children. In this order, the children were sent home, but the parents were
ordered to cooperate with'the on-going investigation.

On July 1, 2008, [. met Amy Johnson and her attorney, Stephanie
Goodman, at the CPS Office in San Angelo to interview Ms. Johnson and
discuss the safety of her daughter, Amy Elnora (Nora) Johnson. Nora is 13
years old.

As part of the interview and in an effort to determine if Nora was
exposed to or had contact with persons who are engaged in underage
“marriages,” | asked Ms. Johnson who was living in her home when she was
at the YFZ Ranch in Eldorado, TX. Ms. Johnson responded, “| don't want to
talk about it.” Ms. Johnson told me Nora’s father is Orval Sunderland
Johnson and that she does not know his whereabouts. IVls. Johnson denied
she is married to any man at this time. However, | found a “marriage license”
showing that Ms. Johnson married Wendell Loy Nielsen on April 5, 2005 at
the YFZ ranch. (See Attachment A) | then showed Ms. Johnson a copy of a
“‘marriage certificate” that lAndlpates Sarah Elizabeth Johnson, her 18 year old
daughter, was “married” to Dan Barlow Jessop, an adult maie, when she was
15 years old on September 9, 2005. (See Attachment B) Ms. Johnson
denied any knowledge- of the document. The certificate details that the
“‘marriage” took place at the YFZ Ranch in the “Home of President Warren S.
Jeffs” and was “Performed By Warren S. Jeffs.” Wendell Loy Nielsen and
Merril Jessop are listed as the-witnesses. Ms. Johnson's “marriage” was six
months before Sarah Elizabeth’s “marriage.” Therefore, Sarah was living in
Wendell Loy Nielsen's home at the time of her marriage in which Wendell Loy
Nielsen witnessed. '

Based on this information and the fact that Nora is 13 years old, |
asked Ms. Johnson to sign a-Safety Plan agreeing not to allow Nora to be
“married” or “spiritually united” while underage, and also not to allow Nora to
live with a man who was “married” to or “spiritually united” with a girl who was
underage now or underage at the time of their “marriage.” Ms. Johnson
refused to sign the Safety Pfan, but took a copy of it with her for further
consideration. The following week, Michele Surratt, attorney for the
Department, made contact‘with Ms. Johnson’s attorney, Ms. Goodman,
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regarding the Safety Plan. Ms. Johnson and her attorney again refused to
sign the Safety Plan. -

On July 17, 2008, | travelled to San Antonio, Texas to visit Ms. Johnson
and her daughter Nora at their residence at 7818 Kingsbury Wood. |
discussed with Ms. Johnson the option of voluntarily placing Nora out of the
home with a protective person since Ms. Johnson refused to sign the Safety
Plan agreeing to be protective of Nora herself. Ms. Johnson contacted her
attorney, Ms. Goodman, and | explained the voluntary placement to each of
them. Ms. Goodman authorized Ms. Johnson to complete the Child
Placement Resources Form by providing names of persons who could be
potential placements. On:the Child Placement Resources form, Ms. Johnson
included her 23 year old son, Hyrum Smith Johnson, who is currently living
with her. She also named- Stanley Ray Johnson (uncle) but gave no locating
or identifying information for him. Ms. Johnson also provided the name Jared
Johnson with a date of birth of October 7, 1986 but no further identifying or
locating information. Ms..Johnson stated she did not know addresses or
phone numbers for either-Mr. Stanley Johnson or Mr. Jared Johnson. | told
Ms. Johnson that her son would not be able to live with her if he was
approved, and she agreed that he could move somewhere else. | also told
her that | would need more information in order to contact the other fwo
people. | left Ms. Johnson another Child Placement Resources form in case
she had anyone she wanted to add, and | left the home. Shortly after leaving
the residence, Ms. Goodman called my cell phone and asked me to explain
the voluntary placement again. | explained that | had to be able to ensure
Nora's safety, and since Ms: Johnson refused to sign the Safety Plan, a
voluntary placement is the next option. Ms. Goodman stated that her client
would not voluntarily place- Nora out of the home.

| found “marriage records that indicate Wendell Loy Nielsen allowed
children in his home to parttclpate in underage marriages, including, another
of his step-daughters, Leann Nielsen, who was “married” when she was 15, to
Merril Leroy Jessop, age 31; on July 27, 2006, at the YFZ Ranch. (See
Attachment C) Wendell Loy Nlelsen was a witness to this marrlage There
is also dictation by Warren S. Jeffs regarding this “marriage” stating that he
sent a letter to Wendell Loy Nielsen asking him to bring Leann to Jeffs’ home
at the YFZ Ranch on the' evening of her “marriage.” (See Attachment D)
Also on July 27, 2006, Wendell Loy Nielsen witnessed the “marriage” of 15
year old Teresa Jeffs to 34 year old Raymond Merril Jessop, and he
witnessed the “marriage” of 11 year old Merrianne Jessop to Warren S. Jeffs.
(See Attachments C & E) Wendell Loy Nielsen also performed the

At this time, | believe | have exercised every avenue available to the
Department to engage Ms. Johnson in taking protective actions for Nora’s
safety. Ms. Johnson has refused to sign a Safety Plan Agreement stating Ms.
Johnson would not allow Nora to be “married” or “spiritually united” underage
and that Ms. Johnson will protect Nora from contact with any adult male who
is or ever was “married” or Spt{l’[uauy united” with an underage female. Ms.
Johnson also refused to cooperate with voluntarily placing Nora with a
protective person outside of the horne

Based on the above fac_:t_s,f .allowing the child to remain in the home
would be contrary to the child’'s welfare.

All reasonable efforts, cbnsistent with the time and circumstances and
providing for the safety of the child have been made by the Department fo
prevent or eliminate the need for removal of the child, but it is not in the child’s
best interest to remain in the parents’ home at this time.”
