This Motion for Conservatorship and Further Orders is brought by the Department of Family
and Protective Services (“the Department™), whose address is 622 South Oakes, San Angelo,
Texas 76903, for the purposes of § 30.015, Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code. The
Department has standing to bring this suit under §§ 102.003(a)(5) and 262.001, Texas Family
Code.

The Department requests that each parent of the children the subiject of this suit
provide to the Department and the Court evidence of health insurance available
for the children, pursuant to Rule 196.

§ 154.182, Texas Family Code.

The Department requests that each Respondent provide the Department and the
Court information sufficient to establish the parentage and immigration status of
the children, including but not limited to marriage records, birth or death
certificates, baptismal records, Social Security cards, records of lawful permanent
residence (“green cards™), naturalization certificates, or any other Immigration
and Naturalization Service records of lawlul entry.

The Department requests that each Respondent furnish to the Department all
information necessary to ensure the Department has an adequate medical history
for the children, including but not limited to immunization records and the names
and addresses of all treating physicians. The Department requests the Court order
cach parent to provide information regarding the medical history of the parent and
parent’s ancestors on the medical history report form, pursuant to § 161.2021,
Texas Family Code.

The Department requests that, at the full adversary hearing in this cause, the Court
order the Respondents to execute an authorization for the release of the
Respondents’ medical and mental health records to the Department, and to further
provide the Department with a list of the names and addresses of the physicians
and mental health providers who have treated the Respondents.

The Department requests the Court to determine whether FREDRICK MERRIL
JESSOP is the father of SAMPSON MERRIL JESSOP, MERRIANNE
JESSOP AND BENJAMIN MERRIIL JESSOP, pursuant to Chapter 160, Texas
Family Code.

If the allegation of parentage 18 admitted, the Court should waive parentage
testing and enter temporary orders, including orders for temporary support of the
children pursuant to § 160.624, Texas Family Code.

If FREDRICK MERRIL JESSOP appears and any party denies paternity, the
Court should immediately order the mother, the alleged father, and the children to
submit to parentage testing pursuant to § 160.502 Texas Family Code.

FREDRICK MERRIL JESSOP, on final hearing, if adjudicated to be the father,

should be ordered to pay retroactive support pursuant to § 154.009, Texas Family
Code.
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If any party denies the presumption that a man presumed to be the father of the
children under Chapter 160 is in fact the biological father of the children subject
of this suit, the Department requests that the Court order parentage testing and
pretrial proceedings as provided by § 160.607, Texas Family Code.

a provision pursuant to § 154.001(b), Texas Family Code, ordering the parents of
the children to make payments for the temporary support of the children, pending
final disposition of this suit, these child support payments to be withheld from
their disposable earnings;

a provision ordering the parents of the children to provide health insurance for the
children under §§ 154.182 and 154.183, Texas Family Code, pending final
disposition of the suit;

a provision restricting the parents’ possession and access to the children the
subject of this suit;

a provision for the preparation of a social study into the circumstances and
conditions of the children and the home of any person requesting managing
conservatorship or possession of the children;

a provision ordering the parents of the children to submii to psychological
examinations;

a provision ordering the parents of the children to attend counseling sessions to
address the specific issues that led to the removal of the children from the home
and to attend counseling sessions to address any additional issues arising from the
psychological examinations or from the counseling sessions;

a provision ordering the parents of the children to attend parenting classes as
requested by the Department;

a provision ordering the Respondents to submit to a drug and alcohol assessment
and to complete a substance abuse treatment program if needed;
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8.10. a provision ordering the parents of the children to comply with each requirement
set out in the Department’s original, or any amended, service plan during the
pendency of this suit, as provided by §§ 263.106 and 153.602, Texas Family
Code;

8.11. a provision ordering the Respondents to provide the Court and the Department
with a current residence address and telephone number at which each can be
contacted;

8.12. a provision ordering the Respondents to notify the Court and the Department of
any change in his or her residence address or telephone number within five (3)
days of a change of address or telephone number.

9. Permanent Conservatorship and Support of the Children
9.1.  Conservatorship

9.1.1. Pursuant to §§ 153.005 and 263.404, Texas Family Code, if the children
cannot safely be reunified with either parent, but may be permanently
placed with a relative or other suitable person, the Department requests
that the Court appoint the person as permanent sole managing conservator
of the children; if the children cannot safely be reunified with either parent
or permanently placed with a relative or other suitable person, the
Department requests that the Court appoint the Department as permanent
sole managing conservator of the children.

9.1.2. If conservatorship is awarded under this paragraph, the application of the
guidelines for possession and access to the children, as set out in
§§ 153.311, et seq., Texas Family Code, would not be in the children’s
best interest. The parents of the children, as possessory conservators of
the children, should have limited access to and possession of the children,
under conditions and restrictions prescribed by the court for the best
interests of the children.

9.2.  Support

9.2.1. Each parent should be ordered to make payments for the support of the
children in accordance with § 154.001(b), Texas Family Code, including
retroactive support if appropriate, determined pursuant to § 154.131,
Texas Family Code, and in a manner specified by the Court under Chapter
154, Texas Family Code. The payments for the support of the children
should survive the death of either parent and become the obligation of the
deceased Parent’s estate.

9.2.2. Each parent should be ordered to provide health insurance for the children
in accordance with §§ 154.182 and 154.183, Texas Family Code.
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9.2.3. If any parent is found to be in arrears in child support or medical support
payments ordered it this or in any other action, a judgment for
enforcement of said arrearage should be issued against that parent
pursuant to §§ 157.261, 158.003 and 158.004, Texas Family Code.

10. Attorney Ad Litem and Guardian Ad Litem for the Children

10.1. The Court has previously appointed BILLY JARVIS as attorney ad litem for
SAMPSON MERRIL JESSOP, the subject of this suit. Petitioner has no
objections to Mr. Jarvis’s continued appointment in this capacity.

10.2. The Court has previously appointed ANGIE TROUT as attorney ad litem for
MERRIANNE JESSOP, the subject of this suit. Petitioner has no objections to
Ms. Trout’s continued appointment in this capacity.

10.3. The Court has previously appointed LARRY HANCE as attorney ad litem for
BENJAMIN MERRIL JESSOP, the subject of this suit. Petitioner has no
objections to Mr. Hance’s continued appointment i this capacity.

10.4. The Court has previously appointed CASA as guardian ad litem for the children
the subject of this suit. Petitioner has no objections to CASA’s continued
appointment in this capacity.

11. Statutory Warning to Parents

The Department requests that the Court inform each parent in open court as required by

§§ 262.201(c), 262.205(cX2) and 263.006, Texas Family Code, at the adversary hearing,

at the status hearing, and at each subsequent permanency hearing that parental and

custodial rights and duties may be subject to restriction or to termination unless the parent
or parents are willing and able to provide the children with a safe environment.
12, Prayer

12.1.  The Department prays that the Court enter further temporary orders in accordance
with this motion,

12.2.  The Department prays for attorney’s fees, expenses, and costs.

12.3.  The Department prays for general relief.

AFFIDAVIT IN SUPPORT OF MOTION FOR CONSERVATORSHIP
AND FURTHER ORDERS

STATE OF TEXAS

BEFORE ME, the undersigned authority, personally appeared Ruby Gutierrez, who was
sworn by me and deposed as follows:

"My name is Ruby Gutierrez. | am of sound mind and capable of making this affidavit.

The facts stated in this affidavit are within, my personal knowledge and are irue and
carrect. ‘

Facts Necessitating Removal of the Children

The Department became involved on March 29, 2008, when the Department received
an intake report alleging that child abuse was taking place at the YFZ Ranch located
near Eldorado, Schieicher County, Texas, said ranch owned by the Fundamentalist
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints.

Based on the above information, the Department began investigating these allegations.
Based on the Department’s joint investigation with law enforcement, the Department filed
suit and the children were removed. At the time of removal, Sampson Merril Jessop
(DOB 5/10/1991), Merrianne Jessop (DOB 7/3/1994), Benjamin Merril Jessop (DOB
8/30/1996) and three other children were in the care of Barbara Jessop.

On May 13, 2008 Merrianne Jessop during.an interview by department staff was asked
what sexual abuse was and was given the example that if a 13 year girl was “spiritually
married” to a 40 year old man and became pregnant or had a child with this man this
would be considered sexual abuse. Merrianne gave the worker a disgusted look as if she
didn't like what the worker was saying. Merrianne was asked if she remembered seeing
any girls under the age of 18 that were married to older men. Merrianne stated that it isn't
what CPS is making it to be. She said that the marriages are pure. Further, Merrianne
stated that this can’t be a crime because Heavenly Father is the one that tells Warren



when a girl is ready to get married and that he is oniy following the word of Heavenly
Father.

On July 11, 2008 an interview was conducted with Barbara Steed Jessop. During that
interview, she stated that she was not married and the names of her minor children are
Sampson M. Jessop, Merrianne Jessop, Benjamin M. Jessop, her other three children
are presently adults. She also shared that one of her ways of discipline for the male
children is a “boot to the pants.” When asked how an infant would be disciplined, she
stated the father of the children would slam his open hand on any object within his reach
and use “Firm encouragement and foliow through.” At the conclusion of interview,
Barbara Jessop was asked to provide individuals that she would consider a safe
placement for her daughter Merrianne Jessop. She provided the following individuals:
Carole Johnson, Gladys Jessop and Bemice Jessop.

Carole Johnson was contacted and she provided that her date of birth to be January 6,
1944 and that she is currently residing at the YFZ Ranch, 122 E 100 South Apt. “B”,
Eldorado, Texas. Ms Johnson also provided that she has lived on the YFZ Ranch for the
past two and half years.

Carole Johnson's residence was not considered a safe placement because she lives at
the YFZ Ranch, Eldorado, Texas because there is no safe-guards in place to monitor that
there is no contact with any the male residents who are under criminal investigation for
engaging in under age sexual assault or who engaged in marriages with under age girls.

Gladys Jessop was contacted and she shared that her date of birth is May 22, 1945 and
that she has resided at 620 North Juniper Street, Colorado City, Arizona for the past four
years and has no children. She is a grandmether to Merrianne and she was marred and
widowed to Richard Jessop, Frederick Merril’s father. Subsequently, | was informed later
via cell telephone by Gladys Jessop that she wished to withdraw her name for
consideration as a caretaker for Merrianne Jessop.

Bernice Jessop was contacted and she provided the following information: her name is
Ellen Bernice Jessop and that her date of birth is December 9, 1946. She has been a
widow for the past thirty years and resides at 412 Mary Drive, Ruidoso, New Mexico for
the past few months, prior to that she resided at 285 Edson Ave., Colorado City, Arizona
for approximately four months, and 220 North Oak, Colorado City, Arizona, for the past
three and half years. She also provided that she is the mother of LuJan Jessop who is
married to Kelly Fisher. Kelly Fisher owns a construction company in Hildale, Utah and
Bernice Jessop does bookkeeping for him. Based on further investigation it was
discovered that Kelly Fisher has been convicted of Sexual Conduct With A Minor and
Conspiracy To Commit Sexual Conduct With A Minor.

Bernice Jessop currently resides outside the siate of Texas. |

Barbara Steed Jessop later contacted me via cell telephone fo list Lois Roundy for
consideration to place her child, Merrianne.
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Lois Roundy was contacted and she provided the following information: her date of birth
is October 2, 1939 and that she resides at 540 North Wyler, Hildale, Utah. Ms Roundy
also shared that she is full sister to Fredrick Merril Jessop and that she is widowed from
Daniel Sam Roundy and that she has had no contact with Merrianne Jessop for the last
five years.

l_ois Roundy currently resides outside the state of Texas and is a sister to Fredrick Merril
Jessop and has had no contact with Merrianne for the last five years.

Based on the following facts, | believe that 14 year old Merrianne, 17 year old Sampson
and 11year old Benjamin would be in danger if left in the care of Barbara Jessop or
Fredrick Merril Jessop:

e During the course of the investigation it was discovered that a Marriage Record
indicates that M.J., whose date of birth:is July 3, 1994 was married to Warren Steed
Jeffs, whose date of birth is December 3, 1855. M.J. was age 12 at the time of the
marriage. The marriage record also indicates that the marriage took place on July 27,
2006 at the home of President Warren S. Jeffs at R 17 and that the marriage was
performed by President Merril Jessop (aka Fredrick Metrril Jessop) as “mouth” (a term
believed to refer to the person who officiates during a ceremony) and that the
witnesses are Wendell Nielsen, Millie Jeffs and Naomie Jeffs. Merriane is currently
14 years of age. (Attachment A - Marriage Record)

» Dictation written on July 27, 2006 by Warren Jeffs was retrieved from the records on
the YFZ Ranch. This dictation, attached as Attachment B, stated that the Lord had
revealed that Merrill Jessop (aka Fredrick Merril Jessop) and Barbara Jessop's
daughter (M.J.) should be sealed (married) to him that day. An excerpt from the
dictation reads,”Then | locked at Merril Jessop, and he looked at me and he said “| am
willing and smiled”. | said, “l am willing. We were together until about 8:00 p.m. Then
we brought in Merril Jessop’s wife Barbara, and his daughter (M.J.). 1 delegated Merril
Jessop to perform the sealing. And there was sealed (M.J.) to Warren Steed Jeffs, *

» Photographs of M.J. and Warren Jeffs together. (Attachment C and D).

e Also seaied in marriage on Juiy'27, 2006 were 15 year old L.N. (DOB 03/24/1991) to
Merrill LeRoy Jessop, date of birth 11/28/1974 (son of Fredrick Merril Jessop and
Barbara Steed Jessop) (AttachmentE).

» Dictation dated October 5, 2005 indicated that Mr. Fredrick Merrill Jessop and Ms.
Barbara Jessop witnessed the marriage of 15 year old S.J. (DOB 11/13/1990)
(daughter of Fredrick Merrill Jessop and Lydia Jessop) 1o Abram Harker Jeffs, date of
birth 05/19/1971. (Attachment F). :

« Marriage record showing marriage of Abram Harker Jeffs, date of birth 05/19/1971 to
S.J. (DOB 11/13/1990) who was 14 years old at the time of the marriage and the

3
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daughter of Fredrick Merrill Jessop and Lydia Jessop. The marriage was witnessed by
Fredrick Merril Jessop and Barbara Jessop {Attachment G}.

Marriage record showing B.J.J. (DOB 08/27/1987), daughter of Fredrick Merril Jessop
and Barbara Steed Jessop, age 16 was married to Isaac Steed Jeffs, date of birth
09/24/1974. Marriage witnessed by Merril Jessop. (Attachment H).

Marriage record showing Merril Jacksori Jessop, date of birth 10/24/1985 (son of
Fredrick Merril Jessop and Barbara Steed Jessop) was married to P.N. (DOB
12/09/1989) who was 15 years old at the time of the marriage. The marriage was
witnessed by Fredrick Merril Jessop. (Attachment 1),

Marriage record showing Erdest Merril Jessop, date of birth 05/03/1977 (son of
Fredrick Merrit Jessop and Ruth Steed Jessop) was married to J.J. (DOB 09/16/1988)
who was age 15 years old at the time of the marriage. (Attachment J).

Marriage record showing Raymond Merril Jessop, date of birth 09/01/1971 (son of
Fredrick Merril Jessop and Ruth Steed Jessop) was married to T.J. (DOB 07/26/1991)
who was 15 years old at the time of the marriage. The marriage was performed by
President Warren S. Jeffs as mouth and the witnesses were Wendell Nielsen and
Merril Jessop (aka Fredrick Merril Jessop). (Attachment K).

Marriage record showing Warren Steed Jeffs (date of birth 12/03/1955) was married
to B.L.F. (DOB 07/12/1992), daughter of Wayne Alan Fischer and Nancy Jessop
Fisher (daughter of Fredrick Merril Jessop and Foneta Marie Cook). (B.L.F.) was 12
years old at the time of the marriage which occurred at the YFZ ranch. The marriage
was witnessed by Merril Jessop (aka Fredrick Merril Jessop). (Attachment L).

An excerpt from the dictation of Warren Jeffs dated Saturday, April 16, 2005 “As the
Lord directed me Saturday, in the heavenly session, | was to take Wayne Fischer and
his daughter (B) ...... | dropped the girl off, and then had Wayne stay in the truck. |
informed him that the Lord had told me that his daughter shouid be sealed to me for
time and all etemity, and she is being gathered at this time while it was possible
before the enemy could stop this marriage. Then at 9:00 p.m..... (B.L.F.) was sealed
for time and all etemity to Warren Steed-Jeffs. Witnesses were isaac Jeifs and Merril
Jessop and Wayne Fischer, her father.” (Attachment M).

A hand written letter authored by B.L..F. who was 13 years of age to Warren stating “ |
am praying to become a Heavenly comfort wife for you.” (Attachment N).

Marriage record showing L.J.B. (DOB-06/10/1990), daughter of Rulon Theodore
Barlow and Rebecca Jessop Barlow {daughter of Fredrick Merril Jessop and Ruth
Sieed) was marred to Warren Steed Jeffs (date of birth 12/03/1955) when (L.J.B.) was
only 14 years old at the time of the marriage. (Attachment O).

A series of first anniversary pictures_iof L—‘.J'_B. and Warren Jeffs. (Attachment P).
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A hand written letter authored by L.J.B. when she was 15 years of age to Warren Jeffs
signed “ | Love You, Your Wife Eternally.” (Attachment Q).

The Bishop’s Record showing that Fredrick Merril Jessop is the father to the children
subject to this suit. (Attachment R).

During a telephone interview with Carolyn Jessop, (a former wife of Fredrick Merril
Jessop) she related an incident that .occurred during a Sunday school session.
Carolyn witnessed that B.J.J., a/k/a as Barbie (daughter of Barbara Jessop and
Fredrick Merril Jessop) was approximately one year old, was yanked out of her chair
by Barbara Jessop and taken outside where Barbara Jessop beat her with a straw
broom. Carolyn Jessop told me that B.J.J.received three different beatings during that
particular Sunday School session. Carolyn Jessop told me she was able to view the
beatings through the glass windows in the school room.

During the same telephone interview, Carolyn Jessop shared with me that upon
entering a room she saw M.AJ., a/k/a Millie, approximately age 17 af the time,
sobbing uncontrollably, huddled in a corner. Carolyn was told that Millie was going to
marry Warren Jeffs. Upon seeing Carolyn, Millie flew into her arms still sobbing and it
was apparent Millie was unhappy and did not want to marry Warren Jeffs. Carolyn
also shared that Millie's parents, Fredrick Merril Jessop and Barbara Jessop were
indifferent to her emotional state.

Also during that telephone interview, Carolyn Jessop shared an incident when she
was attempting to wean her son, Arthur, who was less than one year old at the time.
Carolyn stated she offered Arthur solid food, but he refused to eat and her husband,
Fredrick Merril Jessop became angry and proceeded to discipline Arthur.  Fredrick
Merril Jessop proceeded to intermittently spank Arthur and hold him face up under
running tap water. This disciplinary procedure continued approximately 45 minutes
until the Arthur was physically exhausted.

Based on the above facts, | believe thét Mefrianne Jessop, Sampson Merril Jessop and
Benjamin Merril Jessop would be in dangerif left in the care of Fredrick Merrill Jessop
and Ms. Barbara Jessop and or any of the other named individuals provided by Barbara
Jessop. s
